Ref: Breakdown on Barbatesti-Ploiesti 103/4 Crude Oil Pipeline  
On Barbatesti-Ploiesti 103/4 crude main line, Poiana Lacului – Siliste section, a hose belonging to an artisanal installation mounted by unknown persons in the vicinity of Mares locality, Arges County, gave way, producing the leakage of about 3000 l of crude along Teleormanel River, spreading over 1200 km.  
The accident took place in the evening of 7th of October, 2013. 

“There is no risk of pollution on Teleorman river, CONPET having intervened immediately to limit the contamination of the river crossing and recover the crude leaked from the pipeline. Poiana-Lacului intervention team urgently took stand with equipment and human forces in order to mitigate the damage. Concurrently we requested the intervention of the authorized company we have concluded a contract with for decontamination services, which acted promptly in the affected area. Equally, with the support of the Emergency Situations Inspectorate, 7 dams were mounted and absorbers were dispersed all over in order to limit pollution.”, stated Mr. Nicolae Dobromir, Operation Manager of CONPET. 

The crude spill has been announced by Arges Emergency Situations Inspectorate (ISU Arges) and CONPET immediately stopped the pumping on the line. At site, the gendarmerie officers discovered an expeditiously backfilled hole in a maize field, 2-3 meters away from the two lines of the main pipeline crossing Mares locality. 70 cm deep was found a complex artisanal installation, with a pressure hose leading to two different directions. The first route, 250 m long, stopped right in front of a local’s household; the 2nd route had not been completely uncovered, during nighttime the risk of breakdown of the artisanal installation being rather high, and implicitly, of the pipeline. 

The authorized bodies continue the track down of the persons involved in this case. 
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
